1. The Uniqueness of God’s Love

was given freely to a world that had turned its back on the Creator.
* Personal - In the person of Jesus, God names us by name (John 10:3).

He knows the sorrows of the refugee, the anxiety of the unemployed,
the grief of a mother who has lost a child.

* Transforming - The same love that healed the sick, forgave the
adulterer and rose from the grave has the power to turn broken
hearts into vessels of hope.

This love is the foundation of every Christmas celebration and it
remains the only constant in a world that feels increasingly fragile.
2. Why Christmas Matters Now?

The world of 2025 is bruised: wars rage in Eastern Europe and the
Middle East, ethnic tensions flare in Africa and Asia, the gap between
rich and poor widens and moral decay spreads like a silent virus.
In the midst of this:
* Global unrest- families are torn apart, refugees drift on perilous seas,

and children sleep in bomb-scarred shelters.
* Religious conflict - the name of God is weaponised, turning sacred

texts into shields of hatred.
* Economic disparity - millions go to bed hungry while a few

accumulate unimaginable wealth.

* Moral erosion - truth is manipulated, exploitation of the vulnerable is
rampant and many wander in spiritual confusion.
Christmas does not ignore these realities; it confronts them with a

counter-narrative: God so loved the world that He gave His only Son
(John 3:16). The manger proclaims that God is not distant, indifferent, or
triumphalist. He is present in our pain, willing to share our burdens.
3. Insights for a Weary Generation
1. Remember the “Manger Principle” - God chose the lowest place

on earth to be born. In a world that glorifies power, Christmas calls
us to humility, to lift the lowly and to sit with the marginalized.

2. Embrace the “Gift of Presence” - The greatest gift is not a material
object but the presence of Christ in our lives. When we share our
time, our table, our listening ear, we become living incarnations of
that presence.

4. Practical Remedies - How to Respond
* Prayer with Purpose - Commit to a daily “Christmas prayer” that

lifts the names of those affected by conflict, famine and injustice.
Let your petitions be specific, not generic.

* Advocacy for Peace - Use your voice on social media or in your
workplace to speak against hate speech, to promote dialogue and to
share stories of reconciliation.

* Cultivate Inclusive Worship - Invite someone from a different
background to share their Christmas experience; let the diversity of
the body of Christ be visible in your services.

* Embrace Simplicity - In a season of excess, choose a modest
celebration, redirecting the saved resources to those who lack basic
necessities.

* Mentor the Next Generation - Share the true meaning of
Christmas with children through stories, songs, and service projects,
so that the light of God’s love continues to shine beyond this year.

5. A Closing Benediction
May God’s love, manifested in Jesus Christ, transform your sorrow

into joy, your fear into courage and your indifference into action. And
may the peace that surpasses all understanding guard your minds and
hearts this Christmas and throughout the coming year.

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THE COMING OF THE LORD
Daniel Wellington

Christmas is the gift of God’s love. When our
lives reflect the likeness of God Almighty who lives in
us, we bless people around us with the transforming
presence of His love and grace.  Our Lord Jesus Christ was born in
Bethlehem, the city of David.  The song:  “My soul magnifies the Lord
and my spirit rejoices in God my Saviour” (Luke 1:46, 47) reveals the
heart of mother Mary as she humbly acknowledges the great things God
has done for her and expressed her deepest joy.  Her “soul” and her
“spirit” rejoiced.  She proclaims the greatness of God with all her feelings,
emotions and desires. We too can join her and sing her song of praise!

Jesus Christ is our Prince of Peace. He is our Immanuel and
does for us what we cannot do on our own. We praise Him since He
gives us peace that the world can never give. Christians are endowed
with the great ‘treasure of hope’, which waits and endures. Advent is
known as a season of waiting and preparation for the celebration of the
nativity of Jesus at Christmas. The term “advent” is derived from the
Latin word: “adventus” meaning “arrival” or “coming”, translated
into Greek as “parousia” which refers to the Second Coming of Christ.
The Christian calendar signifies the following perspectives:
(i) The physical nativity in Bethlehem
(ii) The reception of Christ in the heart of the believer and
(iii) The eschatological Second Coming.

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A prominent scene during Christmas celebrations
these days in our little slice of the planet, is a bumbling,
babbling grey bearded buffoon in red overalls jumping around to the beat
of music and running around during carols. This grotesque imagery is far
from the man that inspired the tradition of Santa Claus. As we
acknowledge and affirm that Christ alone is the reason for Christmas
and the sole source of our spiritual joy and hope; let us turn the pages of
history and thank God for the life of this godly man – Nicholas, Bishop of
Myra (`273 – 343 AD).

Nicholas was a devout Christian and a courageous church leader
who lived during a time of persecution against Christians (Emperor
Diocletian’s reign). Nicholas is remembered not only for his charitable
deeds (such as saving three daughters from a life of slavery and
prostitution by secretly providing dowries) but also for his zealous defence
of the Christian faith, especially at the Council of Nicaea in 325
AD(Emperor Constantine’s reign). At the Council of Nicaea, which
confronted the heresy of Arianism (which taught that Jesus was not fully
divine while incarnated on earth), Nicholas is traditionally said to have
been present as a Bishop. According to a popular legend, he was so
angered by the heretical teachings of Arius that he slapped him, an act
that allegedly led to his temporary removal of episcopal garments and
imprisonment, though this story is debated among historians. Legend has
it that, he was later freed and brought back to the council to be part of the
proceedings and the formulation of the Nicene creed. Nicolas’s role at
the council of Nicaea symbolizes his fervent defence of Trinitarian
doctrine, a hallmark of his faithfulness to Scripture and right
doctrine.

As informed reformed Christians, we do disservice to the memory
of such a man of God when we make this dastardly depiction of Santa
Claus that is repugnantly ludicrous.

NICHOLAS, BISHOP OF MYRA

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Martin Luther helped preserve Christmas in the Protestant tradition
by shifting the focus from saintly veneration, including Saint Nicholas, to
Christ as the true giver of gifts. Around the time of the Reformation in
the early 1500s, Luther opposed the Catholic practice of venerating saints
and their feast days, which included December 6th, Feast of Saint Nicholas
traditionally associated with gift-giving to children. Instead of abolishing
the gift-giving tradition and depriving children, Luther transferred this
giving to Christmas Eve and introduced Christ as the one who brings
gifts, emphasizing Christ as the ultimate source of all blessings. Luther
also encouraged new Christmas customs in family worship, such as
singing Christmas hymns he composed, Bible readings on
Christmas and family prayers, making Christmas a more personal,
Christ-centered celebration; traditions that LMS missionaries later
imparted to us. The tradition of the Christmas tree is often associated
with Luther, who reportedly decorated a tree with candles to recreate
the starry night of Christ's birth for his family.

We remember, (John 3:16) God the Father’s greatest gift to the
world is His Son, Jesus Christ, who embodies divine self-giving.
This gift is not merely a material or symbolic offering but the profound
act of God giving Himself fully in the person of Christ for the redemption
of sinners. Our traditions should reflect that all good gifts come from
Christ and that believers respond by offering back to God joyful trust and
obedience, reflecting the reciprocal nature of the divine-human relationship
in grace.

The gifts Christ gives to the church (as described in Ephesians 4)
include spiritual offices such as pastors, teachers and evangelists, meant
to build up Christian maturity and unity. Christ’s gift includes His
incarnation, life, suffering, death, resurrection and ascension,
through which believers receive forgiveness, adoption into God’s
family and the empowering presence of the Holy Spirit.

Christmas celebrations, therefore, should honour Christ as the ultimate
gift giver, whose generosity drives believers to a life of gratitude manifested
in giving to others, mirroring God’s grace. May this Christmas season,
help us reflect God’s gracious initiative and encourage our active response
in faith and godly giving. Merry Christmas!!

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“And now abideth faith, hope, charity these three,
but the greatest of these is charity”.

Malayalam has ‘‘Sneham” Tamil has “Anbu”. Why is love the greatest?

“Charity suffereth long and is kind, rejoiceth in the truth, beareth all things,
hopeth all thing, believeth all things, endureth all things”.Doesn’t that

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sound like acceptance?  Then we have the things that love does not do.
“Charity vaunteth not itself, is not puffed up” In other words there is no
room whatsoever for an inflated ego. Love seeketh not her own”

1933, the youngest daughter of Munsiff S. Devasikhamani
and Elizabeth Devasikhamani, who served as an Inspectress of Schools
in Travancore. Growing up in a family deeply rooted in educational values,
christian faith and public service, she carried these principles throughout
her life.

She began her early education at Barton Hill Girls’ School, followed
by her Pre-University studies at the Women’s College, Trivandrum. With
dedication and determination, she went on to become part of the first
MBBS batch of Trivandrum Medical College in 1951, completing
her graduation in 1956 a remarkable milestone at a time when very few
women pursued medicine.

Her academic excellence took her in 1961 to the Royal College of
Physicians in Glasgow, Scotland where she earned her DCH and
MRCP in 1966. She later received the prestigious FRCP in 1986,
a recognition of her outstanding contribution to the field of medicine.

Dr. Leelamani married her maternal cousin, Dr. Daniel Ambrose,
from the distinguished Dr. Ambrose family of Nagercoil. Together, they
built a life anchored in compassion, faith and service until his untimely
demise in 1978.

Her career in the Medical Education Department of the Government
of Kerala spanned several decades, during which she served in various
Medical Colleges across Calicut and Trivandrum. She eventually retired
as the Director of Medicine at Calicut Medical College in 1988.
Her leadership, knowledge and devotion to patients and students left a
profound impact on Kerala’s Medical Community.

Even after her retirement, her commitment to service continued.
She served as the Medical Superintendent of  Nirmala Hospital,

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Chalakuzhy, Trivandrum, providing compassionate care and guidance
to all who came under her care.

Her life was not without sorrow. She endured the loss of her beloved
husband in 1978 and later the heartbreaking passing of her only son, Mr.

Yet, she remained strong, gracious and
steadfast in her faith. She is survived by her daughter-in-law, Mrs. Vimala
Mabel, and her grandson, Dan Dev, who were her pride, her comfort
and her joy in her later years. As we bid farewell to this remarkable
woman, we remember her not only for her professional achievements,
but for her humility, kindness, wisdom and unwavering strength. She lived
a life of purpose and dignity, a life that continues to inspire us.

On the morning of November 10th,
I was with the homenurse chechi while she was giving him sips of fluid,
and he opened his eyes and waved his hand meaning to stop and I could
see the pain and difficulty he was the last time he opened his eyes that
day. Then he was started on iv fluids and as I sat beside him holding his
hands, I knew he was slipping away from us. And at that moment, I said
sorry to him for all the moments I was not there for him, for all those
words unspoken and I prayed for him to hear me but no response came.
I was with him throughout that day as I lacked the courage to leave him
and go. Those were the moments that I had felt most helpless and weak
in my entire life, sitting beside him watching him take those last breaths.
Since I didn’t have the strength to pray for him, I asked my aunt’s help
for the same. He was having no response for almost 10 hours, but after
his final breath, he moved his leg and kept in his usual position and was
gone to eternal glory in peace.

Was all this part of God’s plan? making me take a break from my
job and be at home those days and spend more time with him, especially

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those last few hours giving me an opportunity to ask for his forgiveness
for all those times that I couldn’t be with him because my kids, house
chores and job life left me with little time for his care. I had been preparing
for a long time to go abroad as a family, but we were facing delays and
stumbling blocks in each step - now its clear why; since the Lord knew
that I needed to be here for me to get my father’s forgiveness and love.

us under his loving arms. I take resort in the Bible passages for courage
to go on, as it says in Deuteronomy 31:8, “The Lord himself goes before
you and will be with you, He will never leave you nor forsake you.”
