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DEAR SAINTS& PRIESTS

On the 31¢ of October every year, reformed Christians
of every persuasion commemorate the Protestant
reformation sparked off by Martin Luther’s posting of the Ninety-Five
Thesesin 1517. Asit started a schism in religious Europe, the event also
influenced western civilization leading to an age of exploration and travel,
of printing, the democratization of Reading, Writing, of Human rights, of
Capitalism and the Free Market and many thingswetoday takefor granted
as “modern”. As congregational and Presbyterian Christians of
SIUC parentage, we as CSl Christians in South Kerala are among
the many custodians of this blessed heritage of the Reformation,
wor [dwide.

Asaside note, the American pioneers, that arereferred to as“ Pilgrim
Fathers’ in history books and largely considered as the founders of the
origina 13 American colonieswere congregational in church government
and theol ogy.

As we celebrate the protestant reformation that God used to
bring the gospel to our lands and our people, lets us remember
that all of us believers, hold the position of both saint and priest
before God. The reformed Christian perspective on the sainthood of all
believers centers on the Biblical doctrine known as the " Priesthood of
all believers," (1 Peter 2:5) which teaches that al Christians share in
Christ's holiness and priestly status through faith. This means every
believer is a saint, set apart by grace, not by human canonization or
ecclesiastical decree.

Martin Luther emphasized this profound truth: “He who has Christ
has all things that are Christ’s and can do all things.”[The Babylonian
captivity of the church, 1520] Sainthood isnot an exclusive privilege but
the identity of all the redeemed, who have direct access to God through
Jesus Christ as their sole mediator (1 Timothy 2:5).

In New Testament Scripture, believers are frequently
addressed as saints, including entire congregations. For example,
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1 Corinthians 1:2 says, “To the Church of God that isin Corinth, to those
sanctified in Christ Jesus, called to be saints together with all those who
in every place call upon the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, both their
Lord and ours:”. Similarly, Ephesians 2:19 refersto Christians as “fellow
citizens with the saints and also members of the household of God,”
highlighting their holy status.

Other relevant verses include Philippians 1:1, where Paul addresses
“to al the saintsin Christ Jesus,” and Revelation 14:12, which speaks of
“Here is the patience of the saints: here are they that keep the
commandments of God, and the faith of Jesus.” These passages reflect
the collective, ongoing holiness and mission of al believers.

This conviction also explains why Reformed and Protestant Bibles
do not use honorifictitleslike* St. Matthew” or “St. John.” Such qudifiers,
though common in later Catholic tradition, were absent from the original
New Testament manuscripts. The apostles
were described simply by their names -

Matthew, John, Peter, Paul - emphasizing

their humanity and equality as servants of

Christ, not as figures elevated beyond

other believers. The Bible Society of India’s Malayalam Bible has
the title to the gospels as below:

The Catholic canonization of saints is a theologica heretical error
because it elevates human authority above Scripture and obscures the sole
mediatorship of Christ. Declaring individuals as saints with intercessory
power introduces an unscriptural hierarchy within the body of Christ
(1 Timothy 2:5). This practice contradicts the sufficiency of Scripture (sola
Scriptura) and the equality of all believersin Christ (Galatians 3:28). True
sainthood, Scripture teaches, belongs to all who are sanctified
through faith, not by church decree, making canonization a human
tradition contrary to the gospel of grace. Let our vocabulary reflect
and confess this, as we refer to the gospel and epistle writers, Apostles,
Bishopsand early church fathers; addressthemwithout unbiblical honorifics.

All believers are saints through Christ’s grace and live as holy priests
serving God directly without the need for canonical elevation. This
egalitarian spiritual identity brings humility, unity and afocuson Christ as
the only source of sanctification and intercession.

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THE SECOND VIRTUE - HOPE

Faith, hope and charity are the three cardinal
Christian virtues, the result of the work of the Holy Spirit
in our hearts. The first two are inextricably intertwined. For though the
dictionary may say that faith relates to the present and hope is all about
expectation for the future, is it really possible to think of hope, the hope
that St. Paul speaks of, without faith? Without faith we cannot please
God but without hope we cannot live. We can only exist. We read
about Abraham’s faith. But did not that very faith give him hope? How
about Joseph, shut up all these years in prison. He had faith and he had
hope, And it was God who took the initiative by giving him those vivid
dreams, the very dreams which brought him to prison. The Psalms speak
of hope. But not always explicitly “As for me, | will behold thy face in
righteousness, | shall be satisfied when I awake with thy likeness” (Ps.17).

What is that but hope and such a glorious hope too. In John Bunyan’s
Pilgrim’s Progress we come across Giant Despair in Doubting Castle.
Christian escapes the clutches of this giant only by using the key of
promise. Believers who have not come to grips with this giant are very
rare. The Prophet Elijah himself, after bringing down fire from heaven,
was subject to despair. “O Lord, take away my life”. Do you remember
praying this way? For some it is even worse — SUICIDAL THOUGHTS.
The key to overcoming this giant lies in the word of God. Very often the
initiative comes from God. Hagar looked up and saw an Angel and a well
of water and heard the promise “I will make him a great nation”.

I have often wondered why the Bible gives very little details about
Ishmael’s future in it. But the Bible has captured the heart of the matter
— That well of water represents hope. Without that well and without
the words of that angel Hagar and Ishmael would have died of thirst in
the wilderness. We have to note that the well was there all the time,
Hagar was overwhelmed by despair. It took the Angel to open her eyes.

David came face to face with depression but he looked up in prayer.
“Why art thou cast down O my soul? Why art thou disquieted in me?
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Hope thou in God; for I shall yet praise Him, who is the health of my
countenance and my God. David looked up to God in prayer and praise
and the clouds of depression melted away and turned to hope.

Saint Paul gives us an insight into how it all works. “We glory in
tribulations knowing that tribulation worketh patience; and patience,
experience and experience, hope and hope maketh not ashamed, because
the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Spirit which is
given to us. If we read the whole passage, (Romans 5:1-5) we see the
total picture - Faith, Hope and Love and the work of the Holy Spirit -
There is joy too and peace. A very beautiful picture indeed! Hope is as
necessary for human life as fresh air and water - And what better
hope can we have than the hope that is in Jesus Christ.

UNDERSTANDING THE GOSPEL
Dani Mohan

Most Christians at least have a superficial view
of what the Gospel is. “For God so loved the world that
He gave His only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth
in Him shall not perish, but have everlasting life” (John
3:16) is probably the most quoted verse in the Bible. Since the Gospel is
the power of God for Salvation to everyone who believes”, let us try to
understand what its implications are.

A Holy and Just God

We serve and worship a triune Holy God. In Revelation 4:8,
we see angels in heaven hailing “Holy, Holy, Holy is the Lord God Almighty,
who was and who is and who is to come”. Again in Isaiah 6:3, Seraphims
sing to each other, “Holy, Holy, Holy, is the Lord of hosts, the whole earth
is full of His glory”. God is a just God who cannot tolerate any sin.
“Your eyes are too pure to look on evil; you cannot tolerate wrong”
(Habakkuk 1:13);You are not a God who delights in wickedness; evil
cannot dwell with you” (Psalms 5:4).

Total Depravity of Man

Man is sinful by nature. According to King David in
Psalms 51:5, Behold, | was shapen in iniquity; and in sin did my mother
conceive me”. In Romans 3:11, Paul quotes from Psalms 14 “There is
non righteous, no, not one; There is none who understands; There is
none who seeks after God”. We have all broken God’s moral laws and
have fallen short of the glory of God. How then can we stand in front of
a triune Holy God?

The finished Work of Christ on the Cross

We are saved by the finished work of Christ on the Cross.
Jesus Christ came to the earth in the form of a man; lived a perfect life
and died on the cross to satisfy His righteous wrath of God on sinful men.
“But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our
iniquities; the chastisement of our peace was upon Him and with His
stripes, we are healed” (Isaiah 53:5-6). God made Him who had no sin
to be sin for us, so that in Him we might become the righteousness of
God” (2 Corinthians 5:21) so that, if we believe that Christ died on the
cross for our sins and accept Him as our Saviour, His righteousness will
be imputed to us.
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Justified by Faith Alone (Sola fide)

The Bible explicitly states that we are justified by faith alone and
not by our own good works (Sola fide). Paul in Ephesians 2:8-9 writes,
“For by grace you have been saved through faith. And this is not your
own doing; it is the gift of God, not a result of works, so that none may
boast”. Again in Romans 3:28, he again writes, “For we hold that one is
justified by faith apart from works of the law”. In fact, Paul in Galatians
criticises those who add to the Gospel of Grace.

Since the Gospel is the only means by which we are saved
from eternal damnation, it is imperative that we hold on to it,
preserve it and hand it over to the next generation.
