After confirmingthediagnosis, | explained thetreatment
plan and coststo her and her mother.
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Her mother, who ran asmall teastall near the hospital, stood
silent. With tearsin her eyes, she said shesimply couldn’t afford the
surgery. Moved by compassion, | made use of CMC’sprovision for
faculty to reducetreatment costsfor patientsin need. By God' sgrace,
the surgery went well. Theyoung girl recovered quickly and wasback
inher nursing school just two weeks|ater—with acheerful heart, anda
grateful mother by her side.
