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"Let the elders who rule well be counted
worthy of double honour, especially those who
labour in the word and doctrine." (1 Timonthy 5:17).

The Apostle Paul asks for practical “double honour” - respect and
financial support - for elders who lead well, especially in preaching, as an
expression of servant-leadership without granting them sacred status or
divinity. The reformer John Calvin in his commentaries, view "double
honour” generous provision-esteem plus pay-linked to Deuteronomy 25:4
("Do not muzzle an ox") and Luke 10:7 ("The labourer is worthy of his
wages"). This free leaders and elders for ministry, not veneration.

In the context of our evangelical, reformed and uniting Church of
South India, the leaders and elders are – our evangelists, missionaries,
presbyters and Bishops. This is to say they deserve our double honour
(financial support and respect), without ascribing to them an elevated
spiritual status or placing them on a hierarchy above the rest of the church.

Thirumeni (Xncpta\n) combines "thiru" (sacred or holy) and
"meni" (body or form), meaning "sacred body," originally linked
to temple priests or deities in Tamil-Malayalam contexts. The
surname predominates among Nambudiri Brahmins in Kerala, an
upper-caste Hindu priestly community with historical land
ownership and ritual authority. This association reflects Kerala's
caste-influenced social structure, where the term carried
hierarchical prestige before adoption by Syrian Christians for
Bishops. Our early Bishops were never referred to by this
honorific up until the 1980s when they started being referred to
as such in Kristava Deepika.

Matthew 23:8-10 forbids titles like Rabbi, Father, or Teacher
for leaders, as all are brethren under one Master, Christ. Mark 10:42-
45 and Matthew 20:25-28 instructs leaders to serve humbly like Gentiles'

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rulers do not, rejecting lordship over others.  3 John 9 warns us about the
prideful Diotrephes who loved pre-eminence: reinforcing equality in the body
of Christ.

Embracing biblical servant-leadership invites believers to honour elders
with generous support and respect, freeing them to proclaim the Word of
God without distraction. By choosing plain titles like "Bishop" or
"Presbyter", reformed believers celebrate the priesthood of all
saints, fostering unity in Christ as Galatians 3:28 envisions. This
positive step rejects cultural layers like "Thirumeni", not out of
negativity, but to magnify God's sole reverence (Psalms 111:9),
promote humility (Matthew 23:8-10), guard against pride and keep
superstitious beliefs at bay building a vibrant church where every brother
stands equal under one Master – Jesus Christ our Lord.

Through conversation, mentoring, service and positive digital
engagement, the Church can help Gen Z see Christ as living and life-
changing.
Nurturing Generation Alpha: Faith Starts at Home

Generation Alpha, born between 2013 and 2024, is the first
generation to grow up fully surrounded by smartphones, artificial
intelligence and digital media. They learn through visuals, interaction and
quick feedback. Unlike earlier generations, going to church
regularly cannot be taken for granted. Their faith learning depends
greatly on parents, teachers and digital content.

For Generation Alpha, faith formation needs to begin early and
happen every day. Children learn faith by watching how it is lived at
home and in the church community. Churches are called to create safe,

formation.
Preparing for Generation Beta: Faith for the Future

Generation Beta, expected to be born from 2025 onwards, will
grow up in a world strongly shaped by advanced technology, artificial
intelligence and automation. As machines become more intelligent, future
generations will face important questions about what it means to be
human, how to live rightly and where meaning comes from.

The Church’s role with Generation Beta is to prepare them
with strong values and faith. Christians are called to protect human
dignity by reminding future generations that every person is created in
God’s image and has unique worth. Churches and Christian educators
must help young people grow in wisdom, moral thinking and spiritual
understanding so that faith guides the use of technology-not the other
way around.
The Role of Older Generations

Older generations have a vital role in supporting faith across all
ages in the Church. The Bible reminds us that faith is passed on from
one generation to another: “One generation shall commend your works
to another” (Psalms 145:4).
