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I was a good student, but had big flaws too. Exams instilled fear
in spite of preparing well. Panic overtook me and I felt as though I had
forgotten all I had studied. No amount of cajoling from my parents helped.
I refused to attend my exams and missed two exams in the second term.
My mother went and met Irene teacher personally. I will always
remember with awe and respect, the way my teacher lifted me up. She
did not call me separately as she must have thought that a teenager
might feel trapped if singled out. Instead, she talked about exam anxiety
in class in general and gave advice only, I knew it was meant for me.

“Children, always remember your creator. He made you with
love and care. He has promised that not even one hair will be lost without
His knowledge”. “Even the hairs of your head have all been counted.
So do not be afraid” (Luke 12:7).

She reminded us the importance of daily prayer, “Pray to Him
regularly, do your duty well. Ensure that you have done your part to the
best of your ability. Then leave the rest to Him. Be assured He knows
best, He loves you and cares for you. How would He feel if you are
panic stricken still? Won’t He be sad and disappointed? Do not make
your creator sigh by doubting Him”. This advice has stayed with me
ever since. Thank you teacher for being a guiding light in my life and
helping me overcome my fears by trusting in God.

Always do your best, don’t worry about things you can’t control.
Know that your Almighty Father is in control, so leave the rest to Him
and be at peace. As time has passed, I have passed this treasure to
many of my students. As a diamond glows brighter with time, so has the
worth of these priceless words grown. This valuable lesson has helped
me to face many more exams in my life, both academic and non-
academic. To rely on God and not yourself is the greatest strength.
