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From the Presbyter’s desk

The Beginning of Wisdom
Greetings to you in the name of our Saviour Jesus Christ

As you are aware we are now at the threshold of a new
Academic Year. There are many children in our church
who are ready to start their education in this school year.

0\;‘// .
Just like we lay, foundation for a building, there should
be a foundation to be laid in the minds of children in order
to build up the God given knowledge and wisdom above it.

Let us turn to I John 5:13-21 in the Holy Bible.

Knowledge is the gift given by our Lord. We know that the disciples
of Jesus were people lacking in knowledge and wisdom. But as they
followed Jesus. God filled them with Heavenly knowledge.

St. Luke 11:9 says. “So I say to you. Ask and it will be given to you”.
If we ask for knowledge God is kind enough to give it to us.

According to I John Chapter 5, we can see that there are four factors
regarding the foundation for wisdom as mentioned earlier.

1. Asking for knowledge (I John 5:14)

The first and foremost responsibility of the children (Parents in
the case of small children) is to ask God for knowledge through prayer.

I John 5:14 “.......... if we ask according to his will he hears us”.

It is God who decides the quantity and quality of knowledge
required to each child depending upon his/her.

The Prayer of King Solomon can be considered as an example.
He prayed like this.

e So give your servant a discerning heart to govern your
people and to distinguish between right and wrong”

So the children as well as their parents ought to pray for wisdom so
as to understand all the information incorporated in their syllabus.

2) Zion Belief the Lord (I John 5:15)

The next stage is firmly believing that God grants the knowledge
for which we have asked.

Hebrews 11:1 says “Now faith being sure of what we hope for and
certain of what we do not see”.

We should have such a belief about the things we ask for in the
name of Our Lord.

Jesus teaches us in St. Mark 11:24 about the relevance of prayer
with faith.
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“Therefore I tell you whatever you ask for in prayer. Believe that
you have received it and it will be given”.

We should not have even a trace of suspicion in our minds while
we pray. Then only God pleases to give us what we ask.

3. The ability to apply the knowledge we acquire in our daily lives.
(I John 5:18)

The knowledge transforms an individual from harshness to
politeness and self control.

One ought to apply the knowledge he/she acquires to mould his
or her character and personality.

The school education has a considerable role in moulding the
behaviour of children.

Joseph in the old testament was a man of moulded personality.
God was with him so that he could control himself before the lustful
desires of Potiphar’s wife.

It was the God given, wisdom which protected Joseph from the
action against the will and commandments of God.

4. Abstaining oneself from idols (I John 5:21)
Idol worship is purely against God’s commandments. Exodus 20:4 says.

“You shall not make for yourself an idol as the form of anything in
heaven above or on earth beneath or in the waters below”.

The ‘idol’ mentioned here means not only the man made status
which he describes as Gods and Godesses, but anything which separate
us from our God.

If any one wants to acquire knowledge, he/she has to prepare
his/her mind so that God will reign in those minds.

As anyone ask God to provide him/her with knowledge he/she
has to believe that his her wish is granted by the Lord. They have to
make up their mind to apply the knowledge acquired and abstain
themselves from the idols which separate them from God. Then the
foundation will be laid to build up the knowledge given by God.

May God shower His Grace upon our children so that they may
grow up and become strong in God’s spirit and acquire both worldly
and heavenly knowledge.

\@ “Fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom?”

- / our children are back to schools and colleges. Most of
them have returned to their places of study with the unction that they
received through the Vacation Bible School and other preparatory tuition
classes.

First Sunday of June is observed as Students’ Sunday. “Wisdom
is the principal thing; therefore get wisdom: and with all thy getting
get understanding” (Proverbs 4:7). We take pride in the
accomplishments of our children. We cheer the winners and pity the
losers. God in His mercy has provided them prominent and potential
educational avenues to be trained and equipped to accomplish His
purposes. When talents and capabilities are ignited by divine grace the
task becomes easy. “My yoke is easy, and my burden is light. (Matthew
11:30).

One of the challenges is to strike the right balance between the
sacred and the secular while enthusiastically and cheerfully pouring
out our heart and strength in all that we device and perform.

The mindset, attitude, perception, choices, goals and priorities
of our kids need to be monitored and mentored; how they act and react,
how they relate to their elders, respond to their siblings, respect teachers
and parents. Rather than providing a cosy comfortable and secure
atmosphere, they should invariably be trained to face the challenges of
a secular world with sparkling testimony.

“For wisdom is better than rubies: and all the things that may be desired
are not to be compared to it” (Proverbs 8:11).

The 178" Church Day of our Church was well celebrated on
Sunday 8™ May, with our former moderator and Bishop, SKD, Most Rev.
Dr. J.W. Gladstone as the chief guest who enabled the congregation to
praise God for the contribution of the missionaries of old and serve the
Lord addressing the contemporary challenges. It was an unique time to
look back and praise the Lord for all His choicest blessings in the life
and ministry of the Church and prepare ourselves for our onward march
in faith. The Chief Secretary of Kerala State, Sri. S.M. Vijayanand IAS
was felicitated on the occasion. In response, he emphasised on the
importance of administrative service and exhorted the younger
generation to aim high and work hard towards capturing positions of
higher governance in the nation.

The Father of Modern Mission ~ William Carrey, after serving
in West Bengal as a Baptist Missionary for 40 years without a break
died on June 9, 1834 at the age of 73. As we continue to serve the
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Church with vibrant passion, let us celebrate God’s guidance in us to
be faithful to the simple call, daring obedience, sacrificial giving, penitent
praying and leading a life of abundance in spiritual joy and walk of
faith.

VBS follow up was conducted on 15" May under the resourceful
leadership of Sri. K. M. Philip, Director, CEF. For all participants, that
was an amazing occasion of renewal and restoration to the initial call
and its costly commitment. We wish and hope that these children will
be enabled by God to script new initiatives in Church history in our
generation.

Women’s Fellowship conducted “Jumble Sale” in the TJM Hall
and could raise funds for their projects and activities.

CEYT arranged a “Black and White Carnival” on 28" May,
focussing on a ‘peep into the past’, expounding and exposing their legacy
since 1924.

We are very familiar with the terminology 1.Q. (Intelligence
Quotient), but E.Q. (Enthusiasm Quotient) is not used or heard much.
E.Q. is equally or sometimes even more important a factor than 1. Q. for
the success in life.

The word enthusiasm is derived from the Greek word ‘CHEOS’ which
means in plain language “God Inspired”. The Greek word CHEOS became
“ENTHOUSE” in Latin and in French it became “ENTHOUSIASME”. Then
in English it became “ENTHUSIASM”. Here we are to understand that
enthusiasm is a gift of God and to receive this gift one has to be loved by
God. Gifts are given to someone out of love.

The difference in actual skill, efficiency and intelligence between
those who succeed and those who fail is usually neither wide nor striking.
In most cases, if two individuals are nearly matched equal, the person
who is enthusiastic will be preferred than the other. Also a person of
second rate ability with enthusiasm will often be sure to succeed in life
than the one of first rate ability without enthusiasm.

Enthusiasm is nothing but believing in one’s work and loving it,
may be wood cutting, digeing the ground or heading a great company.
To an enthusiastic person the work is always a part play, no matter how
demanding and difficult it is. An individual in this mind set can reach
any height; can achieve anything desired. The important factor for
success in life is the ability to maintain a daily interest in one’s work, in
other words to have a chronic enthusiasm. Always set a goal and work
towards it, when one goal is achieved set up another.

As 1.Q. can be developed and improved, E.Q. also can be developed,
maintained and the level raised. Here are some tips which will work to
improve the E.Q. of an individual.

1. Learn everything possible about your job
Generally one does not realize the importance of his particular
job in the organisation. This is because one does not bother to learn
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anything beyond what he is entrusted upon to perform day after day.
Knowledge of a job and beyond increases enthusiasm.

2. Have a goal and stick to it

If a man aspires to be successful, he must fix his goals. He should
have a clear vision about his goal and then go for it like a tiger after its
prey. He must realize his special calling and stick to it if he has to taste
success.

This will have a positive effect on our Enthusiasm
Quotient.

5. Associate with enthusiastic people

At times one feels the need of somebody to make him do what he
can do and inspire him. One should get acquainted with people who
are keenly alert, alive and awake to life and its possibilities. Association
with enthusiastic people will turn one to be enthusiastic.

6. Force yourself to act enthusiastic

If one wants to be happy, act happy, wants to be miserable, act
miserable. If you want to be enthusiastic, act enthusiastic, you will
definitely improve your E.Q.

As mentioned earlier Enthusiasm is a God inspired quality, in other
words this is a “gift of God”.
