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GOD’S MERCY AND GRACE

The Hebrew Word ‘chesed’ meaning "God’s enduring Love". |
think it is significant that it rose from the heart of one who saw himself as
utterly unworthy. Replying solely on God’s faithful love, Jacob cries out
: "Deliver me!" What an odd combination of thoughts : "I am not
worthy....... Deliver me" (Genesis 32:10-11). Unlike some who seem
to have it all together. Jacob knew that everything he brought to God
had been received by sin. He thought of himself as a man undeserving
of God’s grace. But his hope lay not in his worth but in the promise of
God to look with favor on those who throw themselves on His mercy
lumility and contrition are the keys that open the heart of God. As he did
with Jacob, God hears us when we humbly cry out to Him for mercy.
Mercy is an unearned blessing bestowed by God on an unworthy
recipient.

We can choose to live with thankfulness for God’s mercy and
grace with confidence in His faithful care, and with hope because He is
with us for ever. What a comfort to know that God is always with us.
God’s presence brings great comfort. Today God offers us a second
chance in life. Let’s make the most of it.

God opens the door to a brand new day and with it comes
mercies from His gracious hand. Giving new mercies is always His way.

In times of crisis, we grasp the importance of every hour. During
our ordinary routine, however, we often forget that each day is a second
chance. Through the Lord’s mercies we are not consumed, because
His compassions fail not. They are new every morning; great is your
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faithfulness. “The Lord is my portion’, says my soul, therefore I hope in
Him!" (Lam. 3:22-44).

Paul described his life and ministry in terms of a fight; 'l have
fought a good fight". The fight was good because he had engaged in it
for God and the gospel. Then he used the imagery of arace, | have kept
the fight™. Paul affirmed that by God’s grace he had finished all that
God had given himto do.

As followers of Jesus, let us strive to be finishers, preserving in
our service for Jesus Christ. For every follower of Christ, there is arace
to run; and when we cross the finish line, we’ll be with Christ, God’s
son.

Jesus urged His followers to pursue a lifestyle that demonstrates
God’s mercy to all: “Love you enemies, do good to those who hate you,
bless those who curse you and pray for those who spitefully use you”
(Luke 6:27-28). He also said that generosity and a lack of retaliation
should characterize our reaction to unreasonable treatment. Jesus
concluded "Just as you want men to do to you, you also do to them
likewise.

Impossible? Yes, if we rely on our own strength and resolve.
The strength comes form the spirit. And the resolve comes from
remembering how God has treated us. He is kind to the unthankful and
evil. Therefore, be merciful just as your father also is merciful (Luke
6:35-36). That is a life we all long to see.

We may lean toward justice or money, but Jesus keeps them in
perfect balance (Isa. 16:5; 42:1-4). His death satisfies God’s need for
justice and our need for mercy.

Christianity is not just Christ in you, but Christ living His life
through you.

God's justice and mercy met at the Cross
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LESSONS FROM THE ENCOUNTER OF
THE SAMRITAN WOMAN WITH JESUS

All of us are very familiar with this incident described in detail in
John chapter 4. There is a power packed message in this. Jesus is
teaching us some very powerful docrines through this encounter.

1. We should never consider ourselves superiour to others

On his way to Galilee, Jesus reaches the town of Sychar in
Samariaand comes to the place which Jacob had given to his son Joseph.
It was noon time and Jesus tired from the journey sat down by Jacob’s
well while his disciples went to the town to buy food. When he was
resting here, a Samaritan woman came to draw water from the well. On
seeing the woman, Jesus asked her, "Will you give me a drink?" The
woman immediately replied how a Jew could ask a Samaritan woman
foradrink. Most of the Jews in the time of Jesus despised the Samaritans
as they were considered as "half breeds". This was a Samaritan woman
of questionable reputation. If we are the true followers of Jesus Christ,
then we must get rid of all types of taboos and try to love everyone.
Jesus knew exactly who needs him most.

2. Jesus - the giver of living water

Jesus told the Samaritan woman "1 you knew the gift of God
and who it is that askes you for a drink, you would have asked him and
he would have given you living water". "Everyone who drinks this water
will be thirsty again, but whoever drinks the water | give them will never
thirst. Indeed the water I give them will become in them a spring of
water welling up to eternal life””. Ever though the woman did not
understand the true meaning of what Jesus said, she eagerly urged him
to give this water.
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Each one of us should ask this question : do we thirst for the
living water? By "living water" Jesus meant the spiritual water that
quenches spiritual thirst and gives life. Jesus uses thirst as a picture of
the spiritual need and longing that everyone has. The spiritual water that
He gives provides eternal life to people. In Revelation 21:6, "To the
thirsty I will give water without price from the fountain of the water of
life". The Psalmist spoke of his soul being thirsty for the living God in
Psalms 42:1. This living water springing up point to the continual source
of life that the indwelling Holy Spirit gives to believes. To receive this gift
of living water, you must know who Jesus is and what He offers.

3. Worship God in Spiritand in Truth

John 4:23-24 are the key verses in the discourse between Jesus
and the Samaritan woman. Jesus ultimately convinces the woman of
how to worship. Rituals, ceremonies and holy places are not to be given
importance. Itis the way in which we worship that matters. Worshipping
inspiritand in truth must be the goal of all believers as it brings glory to
His name.

According to Albert Barnes, “a pure, a holy a spiritual worship,
therefore is such as he seeks the offering of the soul rather than the
formal offering of the body - the homage of the heart rather than that of
the lips". True worship involves our heart, mind and soul in connection
with the creator. The Pharasees and leaders during the time of Jesus
never worshipped God in spiritand in truth as they were concerned
with appearing religious rather than loving God with their entire being.

Worship "in spirit" is when worshippens have the indwelling of
the Holy Spirit which only occurs when an individual places faith in
Christ. It is Spirit led and from the heart, not from some religios
compulsions or law. The worshipper must also worship in truth in
accordance with the truths of the Bible and Him who is truth - Jesus
Christ.

4. God is not confined to any one particular place

When the Samaritan woman said, "our father worshipped in
this mountain and you Jews say that Jerusalem is the place where one
ought to worship", Jesus replied, "the hour is coming when you will
neither on this mountain nor in Jerusalem worship the Father". There
are no geographical confines when you worship God as He can hear
your praise whereever you are located. In Deuteronomy 4:29, “you
will find Him if you seek Him with all you heart and with all your soul”.
Jeremiah 29:13 - "And you will seek Me and find me when you search
for Me with all your heart”. Psalms 145:18 - "The Lord is near to all
who call upon Him"

5. Share the gospel with others

The Gospel is not to be restricted within us. Once we know the
gospel and accept Jesus as our Saviour, it is our duty to share the Good
News with others as ambassadors of Christ. We should shine forth as
light to dispel the darkness around us. Even though the Samaritan woman
led a sinful life, once she meets Jesus, she eagerly goes and tells her
relatives and friends about the wonderful person she met. As a result of
this, “many more believed because of His own word”. Mattew 28:19
is the great commission that each one of us ought to fulfil - "go therefore
and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the
Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.

The message which Jesus conveyed to the Samaritan woman is
applicable to each and every one of us. Are we worshipping God in
spiritand truth or is it just ritualistic? Let us all be ready to partake of the
living water in order to have a joyful life with our beloved Saviour eternally.
We are living in the end times and our Saviour’s second coming is
imminent. So let us make the best use of the time and resources that our
heavenly father has bestowed on us for the glorification of His kingdom.
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“Spend time counting your blessings,
not raising your complaints”
